Keynotes Regarding Identity Protection
Among the duties pertaining to our business at the Fukuoka International Exchange Foundation (written below as the Foundation) is acting appropriately to ensure the protection of the considerable private information that we have in our possession, which we require to carry out activities at the Foundation. As a new topic for concern, we have established the following provisions regarding identity protection in order to garner trust widely from society, and will make an effort to protect your private information.

Notes

The Foundation will follow all related laws and ordinances with regards to user privacy to appropriately handle issues pertaining to this topic, and will strive to advance the common knowledge and competence of all people engaging in duties regarding the Foundation.

1. Appropriate Collection, Use, Sharing, and Disclosure of Private Information

① The Foundation will acquire private information by fair and legal means.
② The express use of private information acquired by the Foundation is limited to only what is required to carry out business-related duties. 

③ Private information will not be offered to third parties except for during the following cases.
（1） When given express consent beforehand.
（2） When ordered by law to relinquish such information.

④ In light of the circumstances surrounding safe management measures, the Foundation will take care to investigate the use of entrusted information and appropriately supervise the consignees when consigning business-related private information to third parties.

２．Safety Measures to Ensure the Safe Management of Private Information

The Foundation has prepared official rules for safe management countermeasures to prevent improper access, leaks, loss, or damage of private information.
３．Measures for Improvement

We will strive to more accurately process private information in order to affect a general societal change. Moreover, through various official regulations devised according to need, we will persevere for the improvement of carrying out modifications, updates, and revisions relating to security issues.
４．Handling Requests for Legal Disclosures and Revisions
When handling requests from visitors for legal disclosures, revisions (including additions or deletions to information on file), and suspensions of use (including deletion and suspension of sponsorship) regarding automated private information, we at the Foundation will react during a logical frame of time and will make the respective changes within reasonable limits.
５. Processing Complaints

The Foundation will strive to handle issues regarding the mishandling of personal information as promptly as possible.
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
